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New authors’ research principle named “value approach” is based and presented in the article. Factors of economic socialization which form the theoretical model of the study, are based upon. Influence of early economic education on developing person’s value orientations dynamics is subjected to a special analysis. To ground the phenomenon special psychological experiment in the form of “natural socio-psychological forming experiment” was organized. Positive dynamics of volitional value orientations and value of social activity as well as negative dynamics of emotional value orientations were revealed. The given phenomena are considered as psychological criterion for developing person’s economic socialization.
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
