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The article is devoted to analysis of scientific biography of prominent scientist professor of St. Petersburg University A.I. Vvedensky (1856–1925). Special attention is paid to philosophical and psychological views of A.I. Vvedensky as well as to his educational and public activity. The role of A.I. Vvedensky in the development of domestic psychology in the end of XIX – beginning of XX-th centuries is disclosed.
