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The analysis of literature of Silver Age is carried out. Applied significance of the given off-scientific sources for aviation psychology study at the period of its beginning is revealed. The conclusion that works of literature about aviation and pilots enable to stimulate scientific reflection and identify actual tasks of scientific development is drawn.
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
